· The following motion was made by Mr. Mike Stevens and seconded by Mr. Kenny Hancock:

“The 2011 convention will be under the direction of a elected official called “The Convention Coordinator” and shall be a 2 year term. Effective with this motion the association will hold future conventions with the assistance of the sitting presidents department.”
· Motion Passed
· A motion was made by Mr. Kenny Hancock and seconded by Mr. Tim Estes to have the “Convention Coordinator” added to the by-laws.
· This changes shall be reflected in the Constitution and By-Laws of the Southwest Virginia Firefighters Association. The following are the changes that are proposed for the Constitution and By-Laws of the Southwest Virginia Firefighters Association:

This is notification to all Departments of the proposed changes in the Constitution as related to the Annual Convention.  The proposed changes are in  LARGE BOLD PRINT The By Laws Committee recommends these changes. 

Section 1- adds the elected office of Convention Coordinator and 2 year term.

Sections 8 & 9 – adds duties to the offices the Assistance Secretary & Treasurer.

Section 12 – describes duties of the Convention Coordinator.

Change Section 12 to Section 13 for Sergeant-at-arms.

Change Section 13 to Section 14 for Executive Committee
ARTICLE  3

Officers and Executive Committee 

Section 1.  The Officers of this Association shall be a President, Vice President, 2nd Vice- President, Secretary, Assistant Secretary, Treasurer, Assistant Treasurer, Chaplain, Convention Coordinator, Sergeant-at-Arms, and Historian, who shall be elected by the Association to hold office for one year, with the exception of the Convention Coordinator who shall hold office for two years, or until the election of their successors, at the regular meeting of the Association held in June of each year.
Sections 2 thru 9 - no change

Section 8.  The Assistant Secretary shall perform all functions of the Secretary in his/her absence, and shall assist the Secretary in the discharge of his/her duties. The Assistant Secretary shall be the Secretary of the Convention Committee and shall receive all monies from the Annual Convention, record funds and submit said funds to the Assistance Treasurer securing a receipt.   Retain a copy of Convention Registration Forms and forward a copy to the Host Department

Section 10.  The Assistant Treasurer shall perform all functions of the Treasurer in his/her absence, and shall assist the Treasurer in the discharge of his/her duties.  The Assistant Treasurer shall be the Treasurer of the Convention Committee and shall receive all funds collected from the Assistant Secretary, disburse funds counter-signed by the Secretary, and provide itemized statements of receipts and disbursements at each Committee meeting.

Section 12.  The Convention Coordinator shall be empowered to appoint and Chair the Convention Committee, including the sitting President, whose purpose is that of planning and conducting the Annual Southwest Virginia Firefighters Association Convention.  For identification only sitting Presidents Department shall be considered the Host Department for the Convention.

 Section 13.  The Sergeant-at-Arms shall maintain order at all meetings of the Association, and shall perform such other functions as may be assigned by the President or Association.
Section 14.  The Executive Committee is empowered to transact all business of the Association during the time between conventions, and shall look after the interests of the 

Association.  A majority of the committee members present shall constitute a quorum.
